Course Objectives:
The students will find this course very interesting, informative and enjoyable.  Each student will have the opportunity to experience an array of guest speakers, special projects, research-writing and video presentations.  Some of the topics which may be covered this term are:  Developing Life Skills, Nutrition, Physical Fitness, Drugs, Alcohol, Tobacco, Managing Conflict and Preventing Violence, CPR and First Aid, AIDS and Communicable Diseases.

Materials:  Every day you must have your: Health Notebook in a three-ring inch & half binder with paper, a pencil or pen, agenda and your school ID.

Classroom rules and expectations:
In order for each student to receive a quality education, it is important to have a positive

learning environment; therefore it is necessary for all students to adhere to the following classroom rules and expectations.

1. Come to class prepared and be seated when the bell rings.  Otherwise you will be marked tardy.  I will follow the Warren Mott tardy policy.


2.   ID must be worn visibly around your neck or classroom entry will be denied.

3. Behave in a courteous manner and always display self-control.

4. Respect and be polite to everyone!  Be considerate and respectful when the teacher or someone is speaking.  This includes a substitute teacher!  This also includes treating another student in a disrespectful manner.  Doing so will result in a verbal warning, parent contact and detention.

5. Respect everyone’s property as well as the schools!  Students are responsible for keeping the room neat, cleaning up after themselves, not writing on desks or vandalizing school property.  You must ask permission before borrowing anything from anyone.  Important note:  anything on or in the teachers desk belongs to the teacher and is not community property.  Please, do not touch or take anything from the teacher’s desk without asking permission.
6. Eating & Drinking:  There is No eating in the classroom!!!! I will allow bottled water, but that is it.  If a situation occurs where eating & drinking is allowed, student will be informed in advance.  If you have a medical condition (Diabetes, Hypoglycemia, ect.) please inform the teacher as soon as possible!!

7. Leaving the room during class:  Students are urged to take care of going to the rest room and drink between classes.  If it is really necessary for a student to leave the room, they will ask permission from the teacher and the teacher will assign a pass and check to make sure they have their school ID to leave the room.  

8. Dismissal:  The students will be dismissed when the bell rings.  Students are not to line up at the door before the bell rings.

9. PA Announcements:  Students will remain quiet when a PA announcement is being played.

10. No camera, IPods or cell phones out during class.  If caught, it will be taken away. 
11. All policies set within the “school code of conduct” will be followed.
